COULD NEXT GREAT MICROSUMMIT CHANGE THE WORLD OF EDU & JOBS?

It is my limited understanding of recent history that microcreditsummit assembled 3000 people in Washington DC in 1997 as an action-oriented celebration of Bangladeshi’s like Muhammad Yunus. 
THEN AND NEXT

These extraordinary Bangladeshi entrepreneurial revolutionaries had spent over 20 years proof testing a methodology that could empower women and youth out of every community in developing countries to race to put poverty in museums. The optimistic concept of microcreditsummit in 1997 seemed to be: IF we could use the best of the worldwide processes of annual peoples summits and new networking media to open source the microcredit method, the new millennium could promise and keep millennium goals that turned dreams into realities. These goals evolve from votes from global villages across hemispheres jointly determined to be most exciting for peoples to spend lifetimes co-producing.  The 2010s could be the most exciting time to be alive – united around a far greater race my generation grew up with in the 1960s of getting man on the moon.

Today, as a parent of a 14 year old living in USA, I want to propose the motion that we have a second economic reason for cheering on the grassroots knowledge networks of Bangladesh as they celebrate this country’s 40th birthday as a nation whose peoples happiness and freedoms to be productive, like all free nations, strive to entrepreneurially be the future. I wish to propose the motion that the future of jobs and work –and there economic sustainability of nations -  all over the developed world depends on adopting educational and community revolutions that Bangladeshi’s have been testing longer and deeper than any other place that my searches have been able to map. 

FREEING THE FORBIDDEN QUESTION OF THE NET GENERATION?

This seems to me to revolve round a structural communications message on the future of productivity that politicians in the west’s richest nations, wherever they are habitually used to top-down management of their peoples, don’t like to hear. It terrifies me how both left and right censor real debate of this challenge from media –both massive and new. On behalf of human DNA’s investment in out next generations, dare we seize the defining scenario of the 2010s as being: in the immediate future impacting your and my teenagers, less and less jobs will be there waiting for those young people who pass the most exams at educational institutions - be these schools or universities ?
I protest a bias to a non-political hunger to search out wherever people are liberating youth to try out such yunus “tagattitudes” as microentrepreneur and “social action”.  BBC commentator Andrew Neil’s paper in the first issue of the journal of social business explained the war going on between economists that Hayek characterized as those I vote for who value economics as a process that mimics nature’s evolutionary principles versus those who behave with the fatal conceit that “it is within their power to organise and mould society so it conforms to their concept of what is just and efficient” Does that remind you of nightly tv debates monopolised by those who would replace the interaction of diverse cultures and future histories with a rating agency’s singular direction?. A page later Andrew’s paper was saying this:

“It was the late great Norman Macrae, deputy editor of The Economist during the decade I spent there, who once explained to me that if twenty or thirty years ago politicians, pundits, academics, experts and bureaucrats had been asked what sort of jobs would fill today’s newspaper recruitment pages, they would have been hopelessly wrong. Why? Because we have no accurate idea of what technological innovations will emerge over the next two or three decades  or their implications for society and economy- and therefore for employment. The market Hayek taught us is a process of discovery that does not exist simply to allocate resources.

YES WE CAN HELP YOUTH OF 2010s CO-PRODUCE THE MOST EXCITING SUMMITS EVER 

If we dare grab the nettle that education needs the mother of all entrepreneurial revolutions wherever it sees its main purpose as helping a places youth live productive lifetimes. It seems to me that the first 3 panels that a microeducation summit needs to assemble are tese though I would gladly be proved wrong in lively social action debates.

1 Celebrating parent-loving people who dare question politicians on what the end of examinations as the main passports to jobs demands they change in their own behaviours and in the professional rules they grant monopolies to. One example is sir Ken Robinson – you can access view at www.ted.com or many national clubs such as the UK’s Royal Society of the Arts www.rsa.org.uk  where social and business leaders debate the issues of tomorrow.
2 Representatives from educational institutions that have liberated youth to try stuff like use your social networks to test out what community services you can turn into your own income generation opportunities,. I am extremely curious about four members of the Gandhi family in India who started up a school with under 20 dollars over a half a century ago and are now elected by the city of Lucknow to be responsible for the education of nearly 40000 junior world citizens a year. As a microeconomist. I love to hear your nomination of a school that had done the most (Lucknow is a top 10 performing school in the whole of India) with the least. More than that what processes does your world favourite school empower youth with- eg Lucknow runs over 20 worldwide competitions a year with curiously social; prizes such as having the privilege to ask the world chief justice’s network that summits every December at lucknow a child’s most open minded questions beamed through all 40000 childrens classrooms. Asking the Gandhi family what their own greatest learings are is eyeopening. The idea that I find unforgettable is what inter-gender and cross-cultural confidnec a child takes from primary school determines her of his self-confidence (and teamworking capabilities) for life
3 Discuss whether those who own old media and create new media truly get epoch-changing possibility pf the 2010s. When you look at such trials as the UK Murdoch fiasco of (fatal conceit) guilty politicians questioning (fatal conceit) guilty media owners, you may be tempted to follow the advice one senior partner of a Big 5 accounting consultancy ordered me in 1990: never question media owners chris. My friends –including statisticians and  shareholder activists at The Economist take an opposite view - the vast majority of the economics of media depends on what youth (not media owners) choose to do. This is why one of the most exciting educational revolutions I have searched  since my first job whcih started elearning experiments at the UK National Development Program for Computer Assisted Learning in 1973  has grown out of New Zealand since 1984 and has now spread to over 10 million Chinese parents.
